Its supreme Importance is
impressad upon the Anglican Church by the Prayer Book rula that every
communicant musl receive Holy Communion frequently and especlally al
Easter.
Fer the Jews the crowning moment of their national history was when the
Angel of Death passed over their houses, and they were rescued by the hand
of God from their Egyptian masters, {o be set down at day break, safe and
free, on the far side of the Red Sea. For them the annual celebration of the
==’ Passover was the peak of their year, and Jerusalem was crowded with
worshippers. It was no chance happening but rather the very providence of God that it was at the time of Passover
that Jesus died and rose again. Tha types and shadows of the past were fulfilled in Jesus Christ.
The Jewish faith rested on the historical fact of their ancestors 'deliverance from slavery in Egypl. This was the
inspiration of their praise and thanksgiving to God, as it was the source of their hope and courage when disaster
struck their nation. The Christian faith rests on the historical fact that, when Pontius Pilate was governor of Judea,
Jesus died for our salvation and was raised from the dead by the hand of God, to show himself alive at daybreak in
the newness of his risen life. The Christen faith and the Christian Church exist, and only exisl, because of whal
happened on Good Friday and the Easter Day. There we have the testimony of God himself that he who was
known as Jesus, the son of Mary, was and is Son of God: that his words, recorded in the Gospels, have the
authority of God and must be obeyed by those whao call him Lord. There we have also God's pledge that as sin and
death could not prevall over Jesus, so they need have no final victory over us. In our lives the grace of the risen
Christ is sufficient for us: and as we face the inevitability of death we have the assurance of Christ's own
resurrection that our God is a God not only of the living but also of the dead.
